1. What We Know
a. School name and location: Martin Luther School (WELS), Plzen, Czech Republic

b. Dates (tentative)

i. Pilgrim → Martin Luther: September 30th, 2010-October 14th, 2010

ii. Martin Luther → Pilgrim: Feb or March, 2011

c. Programming while in Plzen

i. Approx. 7-8 days of “school” alternating between classrooms and field trips
